The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners for the County of Lee, State of North
Carolina, convened at 4 p.m. in the Commissioners’ Room, First Floor, Lee County Government
Center, 106 Hillcrest Drive, Sanford, North Carolina, on said date. Commissioners present when the
meeting was called to order were Amy M. Dalrymple, Dr. Ricky D. Frazier, Larry “Doc” Oldham, Robert
T. Reives, Timothy S. Sloan, and Kirk D. Smith. Commissioner Dr. Andre Knecht arrived for the
meeting at 4:12 p.m.

Chair Dalrymple called the meeting to order and the following business was transacted:

Commissioner Frazier delivered the invocation.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

The Board considered additions/changes to the Agenda. Commissioner Smith asked the Board
to consider discussing a meeting time change to the agenda. With no other changes made,

Commissioner Sloan moved to approve the Agenda as amended. Upon a vote, the results were as
follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

Commissioner Frazier moved to approve the Consent Agenda which consisted of the following
items:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

Pursuant to N.C. General Statute §153A-52.1, the Chair opened the floor for Public Comments.

Commissioner Knecht joined the meeting during the Public Comments section at 4:12 p.m.

The Board considered the reorganization of the Environmental Review and Advisory Committee
(ERAC) with a Joint Environmental Affairs Board (EAB). Chair Dalrymple stated the original
Environmental Affairs Board was created in July 1988 and was comprised of representatives from both
Lee County and the City of Sanford. That Board was dissolved by action of the Board of
Commissioners on January 7, 2013 (effective March 1, 2013) and replaced with a new ERAC Board. In
order to avoid duplication of efforts, the Board is asked to consider dissolving the current ERAC Board
and creating a new joint Environmental Affairs Board with representatives from Lee County, the City of
Sanford, and the Town of Broadway. All current ERAC appointees shall be automatically appointed to
serve on the joint Board until their original terms expire, if they so desire. After discussion,
Commissioner Oldham moved fo approve a Resolution to Dissolve the Environmental Review and
Advisory Committee and Create a Joint Environmental Affairs Board with Representatives from Lee
County, the City of Sanford, and the Town of Broadway, effective May 1, 2015, and contingent upon
approval of the City of Sanford and the Town of Broadway, a copy of which is attached to these
Minutes and by this reference made a part hereof. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted by a 6 to 1 vote. Commissioner Knecht stated he
would like for the ERAC Board to given an update to Commissioners in the near future on what they are
working on.

The Board considered the Revolving Loan Fund Program Policy and Procedures. County
Manager John Crumpton stated the County received a $1,000,000 grant from the Golden Leaf
Foundation to purchase 8,565 plastic pallets to be leased to Frontier Spinning Mills, Inc. Frontier
Spinning entered into an equipment lease with Lee County for 5-years beginning April 21, 2011. The
company pays the County $13,290.69 per month. The grant from Golden Leaf requires that the
proceeds from the lease be used for future economic development activities. The Board of
Commissioners has previously discussed establishing a revolving loan fund with the proceeds. To
further that goal, a Revolving Loan Fund Program Policy and Procedures has been drafted for the
Board to consider. The fund currently has $520,348.01 in it, of which $56,000 remains to be advanced
on the outstanding loan to the Economic Development Commission, leaving approximately $464,000
for new loans. During the Boards’ February 7, 2014 meeting, it was requested that the policy be sent to

Tyler Mulligan (School of Government), Crystal Morphis (Interim EDC Director at that time), and
representatives of the EDC to get comments on the policy. Comments have been received and the
policy has been revised. Several matters concerning the Loan Program were presented and
discussed. The Program will be revised based on comments presented and provided to the Chamber,
Sanford-Lee County Partnership for Prosperity, Downtown Business Inc., and the Small Business
Center at the college for feedback. No action was taken.

The Board considered appointments to the Lee County Board of Equalization and Review. Clerk
to the Board Gaynell Lee stated there were two vacant full-time positions on the above referenced
Board. Appointments must be made by the first of April in order for the Board of E & R to begin training
and hearings for the upcoming year. An ad was placed in The Sanford Herald on February 6" and
three applications were received. The Board was also asked to remove alternate member, Harry
Stryffeler, who has not attended training or meetings for the past two years. After discussion,
Commissioner Frazier moved to reappoint Rev. Herman Morris to the Board of E & R and appoint
Brandon Atkins to fill the unexpired term of Mr. Allen Sloan. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted by a 4 to 3 vote.

Commissioner Reives moved that alternate member Harry Stryffeler be removed from the Board for not
attending training or meetings over the past two years. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

The Board considered acceptance of additional funding from the NC Department of Health and
Human Services/Division of Public Health. Health Director Terrell Jones stated his department had
been notified they would receive $13,757 as part of the FY 2014-15 Public Health Agreement
Addendum for Healthy Communities Funds. Up to $2,000 will be used for Health Promotion Staff
Training and $11,627 will be used for training community partners and the following interventions
approved by the Board of Health:

1. Partner with the Enrichment Center to re-establish the Matter of Balance Program,
which is a program to reduce the fear of falling and increase activity among older
adults.

Development of signage to support promotion of the strategies, and
Provide supplies and curriculum that support the education about and development
of community vegetable gardens.
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After discussion, Commissioner Reives moved to approve acceptance of $13,757 for Healthy
Communities Funds as presented. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.



The Board considered membership for the Central Carolina Community College Board of
Trustees. Chair Dalrymple stated that after discussing with the leadership on the Board of
Commissioners in Harnett and Chatham counties, it was agreed by all to seek clarification of board
appointments by asking the General Assembly to pass new provisions. After discussion,
Commissioner Reives moved to approve the recommended changes as presented, a copy of which is
attached to these Minutes and by this reference made a part hereof, and forward to local delegates and
ask that it be considered during the current session. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

The Board considered Budget Amendment # 03/02/15/11. After discussion, Commissioner
Frazier moved to approve the above reference Budget Amendment, a copy of which is attached to
these Minutes and by this reference made a part hereof. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

Commissioner Smith discussed a meeting time change for Commissioner meetings that had
been added to the Agenda at the beginning of the meeting. Commissioner Smith stated that due to his
new employment work scheduled over the next several weeks, he would be unable to arrive at the next
three meetings until 6 p.m. He moved that the next three meeting times be moved to 6 p.m. (instead of
the current 4 p.m. time). Commissioner Reives asked if Commissioner Smith would revise his motion
to address a meeting time change for the March 16" meeting and allow the Board to consider
additional time changes for the other two meetings.  Commissioner Smith revised his motion to ask
the Board to reschedule the March 16" meeting for 6 p.m. and review the two future meeting schedules
at that time. Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

The Chair ruled the motion had been adopted unanimously.

County Manager John Crumpton stated he had been approached by the Sanford-Lee County
Partnership for Prosperity and Duke Energy about the County taking over street light payments in the
Lee County Industrial Park. Mr. Crumpton stated he was reviewing the City’s policy on street lights but
was concerned this could set a precedents and other areas might ask for their lights to be taken over by
the County. He further stated at this time the cost is $3,600 per year for street lights at the Industrial
Park. No action was taken.

Commissioner Frazier moved to go into Closed Session to consult with the attorney to protect
the attorney-client privilege per North Carolina General Statute §143-318.11(a) (3). Upon a vote, the
results were as follows:
