Chairman Donald Andrews called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
 

 The purpose of the meeting was to re-evaluate the motion that was made at the 
April 30 meeting to insure that the FAB was comfortable with the recommendation. 

 
 Cy Richardson, Chief of West Sanford, joined the meeting to answer any questions 

concerning their “unique” circumstances surrounding their operating budget. Chief 
Richardson stated that even though their department had met and made several 
budget cuts already, that in order to continue operating they will need to raise their 
tax rate to 15%. 

 
 A motion was made by Worth Pickard for West Sanford to be taxed at a 

maximum of 15% for the 09/10 FY for fire service.  Linda Shook seconded the 
motion, and the vote was unanimous. 

 
A motion to fund the budgets as requested was made by Royce Gaines, 

seconded by Ken Cameron.  Upon a vote, the results were as follows:

  The Chairman ruled the motion had been adopted by a four to three vote. 
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 There being no further business to come before the FAB, Chairman Andrews 
moved the meeting be adjourned. Upon a unanimous vote, the meeting adjourned in 
keeping with the motion.
